Freedom to Read Policy

It is the policy of the _______________ Public Library Board of Trustees that it is in the public interest for publishers and librarians to make available the widest diversity of views and expressions, including those that are unorthodox or unpopular with the majority. 

The _______________ Public Library does not endorse every idea or presentation contained in the materials it makes available. It would conflict with the public interest of the library to establish its own political, moral, or aesthetic views as standard for determining what books should be published or circulated. It is contrary to the public interest of the library to determine the acceptability of a book on the basis of the personal history or political affiliations of the author.
