Monitors OLC’s intellectual freedom activities and offers guidance for specific library problems.  Works with the Government Relations Committee and OLC legal counsel as the need arises.

(  Library Education
Supports OLC’s educational programs through research into areas such as core competencies and trends in the delivery of education, and to recommend the development of programs focused on emerging topics of interest and concern to the library community.

(  Membership
Designs the annual membership campaign to include all types of libraries. The committee works in conjunction with other unit coordinators and chairs to publicize OLC and its activities.
