RESOLUTION PROCLAIMING OPPOSITION TO THE TEL/TABOR AMENDMENT

Whereas, there will be a proposed Amendment to the Ohio Constitution (Section 14 of Article XII) on the statewide November ballot in 2006; and

Whereas, the proposed Amendment would lead to unnecessary litigation, undermine the public library’s ability to respond to its patrons, and increase local spending on elections; and
